Background:

We have noted a degradation over time of the hose that connects the NACA scoop to the aluminum vent
line of the fuel tank. After several years of use, the hose apparently is affected by the fumes from the fuel
tank and it tends to become “rubbery”. A collapse or complete blockage of this hose could cause engine
failure.

Visually inspect the vent line. If there are any signs of damage or if in doubt, replace the hose with 1934
hose available through Lancair. Use 5321K 14 clamps to secure hose.
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
